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Darnell Hillman, nicknamed Dr. Dunk, enjoyed a 10-year playing career in the American
Basketball Association and the National Basketball Association.  Hillman played six seasons
for the Indiana Pacers from 1971-1977 and is currently the Pacers Director of Camps, Clinics
and Alumni Relations.

Hillman rejoined the Pacers as a member of the front office in 1999 as Director of Community
Relations.  He has been in his current position since 2001.

While attending San Jose State University (he’s in their Hall of Fame), he was drafted by the
U.S. Army and spent 1969-1971 as a serviceman where he led the Armed Forces All-Stars to
the 1971 AAU National Tournament Title and was selected MVP.

During Hillman’s six seasons with the Indiana Pacers he averaged 10.6 points and 8.4
rebounds in 477 games and was named to the ABA All-Rookie team in 1972.  He still holds
the Pacers’ franchise record for blocked shots.

After his playing days, Hillman returned to Sacramento, California to
take care of his ailing mother.  After her death, he moved back to the
San Francisco Bay area before returning to Indianapolis in 1995.

Hillman also finds the time to accept invitations to speak at events for
corporations and associations.  Audiences enjoy his “playing days”
stories about teamwork and the importance of chemistry.
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
